
In addition, she said the simulated manikin technology 
allows students to experience situations they may not 
experience in a clinical setting. 

“We use the term low-volume, high-risk in the clinical 
setting. Health care professionals may see one or two real-
life patients during their career that have something occur 
that is high risk. There are illnesses and conditions that just 
aren’t seen very often,” Anderson said. 

“With Baby Luna, we can mimic symptomology as we want 
to. You can’t do that with a real live baby. You’re going 
to see a baby in a clinical setting as is. With the manikin, 
we can create the environment we want to create for the 
students to learn,” she added.
